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RESEARCH METHODS

This poll was conducted over the telephone across
Alberta with a representative sample of 900
Albertans, between January 13" and January 18th
2012.

Final data were weighted by age, gender and region
in order to obtain a representative sample of Alberta’s
population.

A probabilistic sample of 900 respondents would yield
a margin of error of 3.2%, 19 times out of 20.

Survey respondents were selected randomly from the
latest telephone listing for Alberta (by Random Digit
Dialing)
